How Goods May Become Damaged —
Thelr Susceptibility te Oders—Some
Points for the Unenlightoned.

“How s 1t that some dealers can af-
ford tosell teas socheap?’ Inquireda
Unrox reporter of G, H, Ballou, the tea
importer, the other day. N

“They are cheap teas, that's how; but
the maln pointis that the markets are
frequently flooded with damaged goods.
Tea 18 very easlly injured by subjection
%0 the atmosphere or sunlight; if exposed
to a molst temperaturs for afew hours it
will become tough and its flavor will be
deteriorated, Almost svery cargo by
salling vessel is more or less damaged,
sometimes flve packages out of a hun-
dred, but quite often as many as ten or
twenty in.that number will be found to

be impaired, the injury generally result-
ing from the actlon of the salt water, but

in some cases. from . the sweating
of : the cargo, These  damaged
or : “stalned” teas as - they are

generally termed by those who deal in
them, are sold at auction, and many re-
tailers and small jobbers, attracted by
the low prices they bring, hu{ them, It
is clalmed that the tea I8 not injured and
that-only the mats are stalned, but this
agsertion does not agree with the facts.
Not long since one of the buyera
stated that he had purchased for 20
cents a Formosa Oolong which, if sound,
would.be worth 85 cents, . He -said- that
the'mats were all rotten, but the: tea was
all right, This could not have been the
case, The public can judge as well as
\V}v: whether a package of .tea that hay
en in a condition in which the mat be-
caimeé- actually' fotten' could retain its
flavor, 1t may have appeardd to the ey«
to be all right, but as therels only a thin
layer of lead to protect the contents from
fampness the tea would: surely (he dam-
aged, .

flavor it may -he mentioned that a quan-
tity of fine tea placed - withina few feet
of a bar of soap, a codfish, or kerosene
oil will in -twenty-four, hours .have the
flavor of soap, fish or oll; one or all, All
dealers, therefore, who are entltled to be
called judges of teas . knowing this fact
are extromely careful to kuep their teas
well protected so that they may not ab-
sorb the flavor of other goods'placed

Some dealers have for a short time in-
creased their sales by - selllng:. .this
damaged stuff; they havg coaught .extra
trade by the seemingly very. low- prices
at whioh they .offered their teas, but it
has beeén.only for a short time, . The con-

SOMETHING ABOUT THE GOVERNMENT
OF_ COLOMERIA.

A Cure for Hydrophobla—The Niagars
of Bouth Amerioa—An Indlan Legend
of the Great Bplrlt_.

BoaoTa, Colombia, March 20,—Before
bidding adlos to this “Sister Republic,”
whose laws and constitution are supposed
to have been directly modeled after
thoge of the United States.of the, North,
we ghould take & brief survey of its
political characteristics, .
